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This year Morocco experiences heavy rains. Many
receive strong rainfall after long drought periods. Rivers rise quickly and
roads close. Farmers feel hope for crops and water reserves.
Authorities warn citizens to stay careful during storms. These rains
dams yet increase flood risk. Climate change influence appears
clearly, requiring better planning, early alerts, environmental protection,
and responsibility nationwide from communities, schools, media,
leaders, families, youth and volunteers across (¢ country.
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
