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Many citizens in Arab countries face a problem linked to how public
affairs are managed by some officials. People think that decisions often
do not align with needs of vulnerable groups. especially in work,

and prices. situation becomes harder when communication between
officials and the community is , or when major projects are delayed.
This brings a sense of inequality and widens the social gap.
citizens need clearer management that serves the public interest.
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
